XXI DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Mateo 16:13-20
El evangelio de hoy nos relata el dialogo de Jesús con sus apóstoles sobre su ministerio. El anuncio del Reino de Dios realizado a Israel no ha tenido la acogida esperada. Esto explica la pregunta de Jesús sobre las opiniones de la gente acerca de la identidad del “hijo del hombre”. La gente de su tiempo desde sus esquemas religiosos tradicionales, no llegó a percibir la novedad contenida en su persona y su mensaje. En ese momento de crisis, en el retiro de un territorio pagano, y en el pequeño circulo de los mas cercanos Jesús trata de comprobar si esta incomprensión también se da en sus discípulos. Su pregunta ahora es directa y personal “Ustedes, ¿quien dicen que soy yo?” Pedro, en nombre de todo el grupo responde con palabras, que tienen el carácter de una confesión de fe, no se deja guiar simplemente por las ideas religiosas que flotan en el medio ambiente, sino desde su experiencia personal de seguimiento de Cristo. Su respuesta indica que la predicación y los signos de Jesús en su ministerio por Galilea no han caído totalmente en saco roto. Hay quien ha entendido el mensaje, percibido la novedad y descubierto en Jesús de Nazaret la presencia del Mesías esperado. Por eso Cristo, “al hijo de Jonás” le descubre una nueva identidad, un nombre nuevo y una nueva misión: Pedro, es llamado a ser fundamento de la Iglesia y depositario de las llaves del Reino que Cristo ha traído a la tierra. La postura personal de Pedro ante Jesús tocan las fibras mas intimas de nuestra identidad, estamos llamados a ser hombres y mujeres nuevos, expresando el nombre nuevo y la misión que Jesús nos confía. 
La misión confiada a Pedro se ha prolongado en sus sucesores. El es la Roca sobre la que Jesús edifica su Iglesia. En la comunidad de creyentes tenemos una misión y Jesús, nos confía su propia obra.
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El Obispo Robert E. Guglielmone ha publicado la siguiente declaración con respecto a la reciente tragedia en Charlottesville, Virginia. 
Es con gran tristeza que hemos sido testigos de la horrible situación en Charlottesville, Virginia. El racismo es un pecado y la idea de que una raza es superior a otro es pecaminoso. Nuestra respuesta como cristianos católicos es orar fervientemente por la justicia racial y trabajar activamente para lograr a que la justicia. La violencia nunca es la forma de expresar nuestro desacuerdo con las decisiones de los demás y odioso retórica sólo puede ayudar a invitar a la violencia. 
Hemos sido bendecidos en nuestra diócesis para ver situaciones difíciles en forma pacífica. Oposición y protesta pacífica son siempre apropiados. Mensajes de odio y violencia son inaceptables. Continuemos actuando civilmente uno con el otro y contribuyendo a la reconciliación racial a través de la oración, el diálogo y el entendimiento.
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Bishop Robert E. Guglielmone has released the following statement regarding the recent tragedy in Charlottesville, Virginia. 
It is with great sadness that we have witnessed the horrible situation in Charlottesville, Virginia. Racism is a sin and the idea that one race is superior to another is sinful. Our response as Catholic Christians is to pray fervently for racial justice and to work actively to achieve that justice. Violence is never the way to express our disagreement with decisions of others and hateful rhetoric can only help to invite violence. 
We have been blessed in our diocese to see difficult situations dealt with in peaceful ways. Opposition and peaceful protest are always appropriate. Violence and messages of hate are unacceptable. Let us continue to act civilly with one another and contribute to racial reconciliation through prayer, dialogue and understanding.

In response to the 100-year anniversary of the apparition of Our Lady of Fatima in Portugal, I, Most Reverend Robert E. Guglielmone, 13th Bishop of Charleston, declare all churches within the diocese that bear a title of the Blessed Mother to be a pilgrim site from May 13 until December 12.
