NEXT SUNDAY’S READINGS

Third Sunday of Lent

Next weekend's Gospel narrates the important
conversation between Jesus and the Samaritan woman.
Here Jesus proved that He is not bound by cultural
norms, but will do as He sees as important. He wants
this woman's faith and conversion. He calls her on the
carpet for her “irregular relationships,” but this invited
her to amend her life and have a relationship with God.
Even though she was not living in accordance with
Godly ways, Jesus called her to follow. Jesus loves us
also, but this does not mean He is ok if we are not living
in accordance with Gospel and Church teachings, nor
does it mean that He no longer wants us to follow Him.

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PASTOR'S LETTER

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

During the course of our years as Catholic Christians,
we have learned that Lent expects us to abstain from
meat on Fridays; fast on Ash Wednesday & Good
Friday and make a personal sacrifice. Sometimes,
people “offer up” chocolate, tv-usage or other
electronics, or may implement a diet. We also are
called to go to confession before Easter arrives. Our
priests will be available here at Resurrection for
Lenten Confessions on Wednesday, March 4, from
5:00 until 6:30pm in English and on Thursday,
Friday, March 12, from 6:00 until 8:00pm in Spanish.
Our other nearby parishes also offer a penance
service.

But we should whatever sacrifices should either
include or implement something more spiritual. We
could read the Bible daily or some other spiritual
reading of a source that has been approved by the
Catholic Church. We could add some new prayers or
devotions during the Season. We could also offer up
our resistance to change & become willing to go with
the flow. Do we complain about change? Do we want
to maintain the status quo? If so, we are not open to
God's grace. Jesus was open to being crucified. How
can we be any less cooperative with things that invite
us to suffer or make sacrifice?

May the LORD bless & strengthen all of us this Lent! +
