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Vigésimo–Segundo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
¿De qué le sirve a uno ganar el mundo entero, si pierde su vida?
Desde aquel día (cuando Pedro reconoce a Jesús como Mesías), les anunció que debía ir a Jerusalén y sufrir mucho en manos de los ancianos, de los jefes de los sacerdotes y de los escribas, dice Mateo (16,21). Estos personajes formaban el Sanedrín, la fuerza religiosa-política que buscaba matar al Señor. Pedro, el apóstol impulsivo, reacciona y “con fuerza” (eso dice el verbo griego) lo aparta y le dice “ESO NO”. El apóstol no acepta que Jesús, quien da de comer a miles, sana enfermos y es seguido por una multitud, renuncie a la fama y a la posibilidad de ser rey de Israel. Pero el Señor tiene claro que “su reino no es de este mundo”. Por eso, dice a Pedro “Retírate, ve detrás de mí, Satanás”. La palabra griega satana (σατανᾶ) significa: adversario, acusador, contrario a Dios. En el AT aparece 28 veces, especialmente en JOB, y en el NT, 36 veces y se identifica como “el que hace lo contrario a Cristo” o “el adversario de Dios”. Los teólogos dicen que las palabras de Jesús son un rechazo a la pretensión de Pedro de ver a Jesús solo con “gracia y gloria, pero sin la cruz”. Esta fue una gran tentación para los primeros cristianos: creer que Jesús era solo Dios, y que no era hombre. Gran tentación para los católicos del siglo XXI que reniegan de Dios en tiempo de prueba. Si es Dios, no tiene que “sufrir” (quizá eso pensó Pedro). Pero Jesús es Dios y hombre, y quiere mostrarnos el camino para ir más allá de la “cruz de cada día”. La crucifixión era una tortura romana. El Señor usa la metáfora para enseñarnos cómo “dirigir siempre nuestros pensamientos” para “hacer la voluntad del Padre” (“hágase tu voluntad”, decimos en el Padre Nuestro). En la vida no todo es gloria, fama y poder. No todo es comprar, robar y matar. Aunque este sea el pensamiento de muchos en la actualidad, no son los pensamientos de Dios. Esas son las tentaciones que nos apartan de la voluntad y del amor de Dios. San Pablo lo entendió en su vida y en la carta a Romanos nos invita a “dejar que una nueva manera de pensar nos transforme internamente para distinguir la voluntad de Dios”. Por su lado, el profeta Jeremías -650 años A.C.-, descubrió que no hay nada más importante en este mundo que dejarse guiar por la mano del Creador. Dice con pasión: “Me sedujiste, Señor, y me dejé seducir. Fuiste más fuerte que yo y me venciste”. El vivir y anunciar el Evangelio se da siempre en las pruebas de cada día. Hay que ir, como Jesús, sin temor. Hay más alegría en dar, que en recibir. Las rosas se cosechan entre espinas. Pretender que todo se haga y salga a mi manera, puede convertirnos en “adversarios” de Dios. Por eso el Salmo 62 nos invita a decir cada mañana: Señor, mi alma tiene sed de ti. Todo mi ser te añora como el suelo reseco añora el agua… Pues es mejor tu amor, que la existencia.
