LUZ PARA TODAS LA NACIONES

De acuerdo a la tradicién del Evangelio de Mateo, después del
Nacimiento de Jesus, llegaron a Jerusalén uno magos de
Oriente; ellos preguntaron por el Rey de los Judios; ante la
pregunto vino el sobresalto de Herodes, rey de Judea. La
lectura de este pasaje del evangelio he tenido a lo largo de la
historia diversas interpretaciones, algunas mas cercanas a la
tradicion de otros. Lo que si se puede afirmar que en este
domingo la iglesia celebra la Epifania del Sefior.

El termino epifania vienen del griego émpdveio, que significa
manifestacién de una accién divina.

Asi como los magos tenian la estrella que los guiaba hacia
Belén; cada uno de nosotros tiene la estrella o la luz que lo
guia al encuentro con Dios; esa manifestacion a todas la
Naciones, es también manifestacion personal y comunitaria. La
fiesta de la Epifania es una fiesta de la luz, esa luz que Dios
ofrece a cada persona y al mundo entera; ya no hay porque
vivir en la tinieblas de la muertes, la tristeza, el egoismo y la
mentira; la Luz de Dios se ha hecho visible a nuestros ojos, esa
luz que es posible verla con los ojos del corazon.

Vayamos junto con los magos a Belén, llevamos como regalo a
Dios nifio, el deseo sincero de ser iluminanos por El; que se él
la estrella, la luz que va marcando el caminar de cada persona,
cada familia, cada Nacién; somos una sociedad que le hace
falta la luz verdadera, somos naciones gobernadas por una
clase politica que los lleva por los laberintos de oscuridad de la
injusticia, la corrupcion y la discriminacion. Pidamos al Sefior
que venga su Luz e ilumine nuestras tinieblas y que se
manifieste su presencia viva en medio de nosotros.
