Marcos 9:2-10

La liturgia de este domingo trae a consideracion el relato de la
Transfiguracion de Jesus. Se trata de un texto de gran fuerza
descriptiva, con imagenes llenas de colorido propias del género
literario de las “teofanias” o manifestaciones de Dios. ;A quiénes
se dirigen estas palabras?
